Rejoinder to the reply dated 05.11.2016 filed by Sh. Jitender Pal Sengh, contesting for the Post of Vice-President  
Sir,

I have seen the reply filed by Sh. Jitender Pal Sengh, contesting for the Post of Vice-President and the documents filed along with reply. The only ground which has been taken by the said candidate is that he has been known as J. P. Sengh in the Bar and he has contested and remained on positions of the Bar under the said name.  I may humbly submit that if a wrong has been committed in the past and which is beyond the records of Delhi Bar Council, DHCBA and the electoral roll prepared by the election commission clearly demonstrate that the name of above said person is Jitender Pal Sengh.  However no justification has been submitted to the use of surname “SENGH” in place of “SINGH”, the documents like list of candidates earlier contested election and the list of Senior Advocates designated by Delhi High Court can supersede the documents which are in the custody of the DHCBA and also the electoral roll prepared by the Election Commission.  Even the letter head dated 05.11.2016 itself demonstrate that the above said person is known as Jitender Pal Sengh and not J.P. Sengh, Senior Advocate, therefore in my humble opinion the said candidate cannot be allowed to use the name J. P. Sengh, Senior Advocate as it is not as per the records.   It is also surprising that the election notice dated 07.11.2016 put by the Election Commission giving information about the nominations which have been accepted on different posts shows that in the column of Vice-President at item no. 2 the name of the aforesaid candidates appears as J. P. Sengh, Senior Advocate which is not as per rules and election rules of DHCBA.  I therefore request that the nomination of the said candidate may kindly be rejected as despite my letter dated 04.11.2016, the said candidate has not filed the correct nomination papers.
